Why do I think some people forget disadvantaged people?

Do I help them? How? Do I pray for them?

What person or group of people in my world could be substituted for Lazarus in this story?

Do I think that the poor and disadvantaged have a better chance of receiving an eternal
reward?

Are people of means held to a higher standard in facing God’s Justice?

How do I think I will be judged in relation to my comparative wealth with the rest of the world?

My Personal Response in Justice for this week — Justice demands that we live righteously
so as to earn eternal reward. Resolve to respond justly to a specific obligation or responsibility
in your life.
